The first 8 weeks of a child's life are one of the most crucial in terms of their development and their future growth. This is because the transition
from the mother's womb, where their survival from oxygen to food to water is taken care of by the mother's body, to the outside atmosphere where
their bodies must independently function is very different. Further most organs like heart, lungs, brain, liver, kidneys etc. must perform their normal
functions while also grow to adjust to a growing body.

Normally, babies spend 40 weeks in their mother's womb where their organs form and grow so that at birth they can bear the harsh reality of the
environment they are thrust into.

When a child is born prematurely or with certain defects in their organs then their fight to survive increases tremendously.

This is when they need the help of specialist doctors known as neonatologists and a team of specialist nurses to care for them. They also need a
specialized ICU known as the NICU (Neonatal Intensive Care Unit)

Chandan Hospital has established the first NICU in Lucknow manned exclusively by a team of Neonatologist, Pediatricians, Pediatric Nurses and
Technicians.

Over the past 7 years many newborn babies have been treated and discharged from our NICU. Since these babies have fought such huge battles at
the start of their life we call them our 'NICU Graduates” when they get discharged from our hospital.

We have documented some of those battles. We are always in awe of the babies and their parents who have never given up hope to make sure that
these heroes never stopped fighting.

We also thank the parents of our NICU graduates for trusting Dr. Ashutosh Kapoor, Chairman Department of Neonatology, his team and Chandan
Hospital with their baby's fragile health.

An extremely preterm (25 weeks and 4 days) small for gestational age male
infant with extremely low birth weight was admitted on day 7 of life with
apnea of prematurity, neonatal jaundice, early-onset sepsis, patent ductus
arteriosus, and anemia of prematurity. The infant was managed with
phototherapy, antibiotics, pharmacological closure of PDA, and blood
transfusion. Subsequently, he developed retinopathy of prematurity and
underwent successful bilateral laser ablation under local anesthesia.

An extremely preterm (26 weeks gestation) appropriate for gestational age
male infant with extremely low birth weight was delivered via LSCS. The
infant developed respiratory distress syndrome and apnea of prematurity and
was diagnosed with Grade | bronchopulmonary dysplasia, currently requiring
CPAP support. Additional complications included patent ductus arteriosus
requiring pharmacological closure, early-onset neonatal sepsis, anemia
requiring blood transfusion, and neonatal jaundice managed with
phototherapy. Bilateral inguinal hernias were also noted. The infant was
diagnosed with Stage 3 retinopathy of prematurity, requiring [specific
intervention, e.g., laser therapy]. The infant is currently stable under close
neonatal follow-up

B/0 FATIMA

The patient present.ed to the emergency room with central cyanosis and
abnormal movements, requiring immediate intubation and SIMV ventilation
with 100% FiO2. Persistent pulmonary hypertension of the newborn was
managed with inhaled sildenafil and intravenous prostaglandin. Supportive
management included broad-spectrum antibiotics, anticonvulsant therapy
with phenobarbitone and magnesium sulfate, and vasopressor support with
adrenaline, vasopressin, and noradrenaline. The patient showed clinical
improvement with stabilization under intensive monitoring.




B/0 SUCHITA SINGH

This late preterm female infant, born at 36 weeks and 4 days gestation via
LSCS and appropriate for gestational age, was managed for hyperinsulinemic
hypoglycemia requiring diazoxide therapy. She was also treated for culture-
negative early-onset neonatal sepsis without meningitis. The infant, born to a
diabetic mother, exhibited metabolic complications consistent with the infant-
of-diabetic-mother profile. She responded well to treatment and remains
stable under follow-up.

MUSTHAFA

This infant presented with acute gastroenteritis and hyponatremic
dehydration, complicated by excessive weight loss. The underlying diagnosis
was congenital adrenal hyperplasia, salt-wasting type, resulting in severe
electrolyte and acid-base disturbances including hyperkalemia, hyponatremia,
hypoglycemia, and metabolic acidosis. These metabolic derangements, along
with dehydration, led to oliguric acute kidney injury. The infant also developed
late-onset neonatal sepsis and required phototherapy for neonatal jaundice.
The condition improved with appropriate metabolic stabilization, infection
control, and supportive management.
